A bill to amend 1980 PA 350, entitled
"The nonprofit health care corporation reform act,"
(MCL 550.1101 to 550.1704) by adding section 1414c.

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF MICHIGAN ENACT:
	SEC. 3406U. (1) A HEALTH CARE CORPORATION THAT ISSUES OR RENEWS A GROUP OR NONGROUP CERTIFICATE THAT PROVIDES MENTAL HEALTH AND SUBSTANCE USE DISORDER BENEFITS SHALL PROVIDE REIMBURSEMENT FOR SUCH BENEFITS THAT ARE DELIVERED THROUGH THE PSYCHIATRIC COLLABORATIVE CARE MODEL, WHICH SHALL INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING CURRENT PROCEDURAL TERMINOLOGY (CPT) BILLING CODES ESTABLISHED BY THE AMERICAN MEDICAL ASSOCIATION (AMA):

	(D) THE COMMISSIONER SHALL UPDATE THIS LIST OF CODES IF THERE ARE ANY ALTERATIONS OR ADDITIONS TO THE BILLING CODES FOR THE COLLABORATIVE CARE MODEL.
	(2) A HEALTH CARE CORPORATION THAT ISSUES OR RENEWS A GROUP OR NONGROUP CERTIFICATE THAT PROVIDES MENTAL HEALTH AND SUBSTANCE USE DISORDER BENEFITS MAY DENY REIMBURSEMENT OF ANY CPT CODE LISTED IN THIS SECTION ON THE GROUNDS OF MEDICAL NECESSITY, PROVIDED THAT SUCH MEDICAL NECESSITY DETERMINATIONS ARE IN COMPLIANCE WITH THE PAUL WELLSTONE AND PETE DOMENICI MENTAL HEALTH PARITY AND ADDICTION EQUITY ACT OF 2008 AND ITS IMPLEMENTING AND RELATED REGULATIONS, AND THAT SUCH DETERMINATIONS ARE MADE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE UTILIZATION REVIEW REQUIREMENTS FOUND AT INSERT RELEVANT TITLE, CHAPTER, SUBCHAPTER, OR SECTION OF STATE CODE PERTAINING TO UTILIZATION REVIEW. 	Comment by Scattergood Foundation: Michigan does not appear to have any utilization review statutes or regulations. Just statutes regarding grievances, appeals, and external review.
	(3) “THE PSYCHIATRIC COLLABORATIVE CARE MODEL” MEANS THE EVIDENCE-BASED, INTEGRATED BEHAVIORAL HEALTH SERVICE DELIVERY METHOD DESCRIBED AT 81 FR 80230.
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	Enacting section 1. This amendatory act takes effect 90 days after the date it is enacted into law.
